When I met with her to discuss her session and her company's snack donation, she mentioned that she travels to camps in Spanish speaking countries and volunteers her time as a teacher there over the summers.  Here is a description of her course session:  This session will address how to align your financial decisions with your core values.  The session will be  interactive and you will come away with some "actionable" items to implement right away in your lives.
